General Rules and Class Description

Age: The age of an individual on January 1% of the current year is maintained the entire year.

Awards: Prize to 1%. Ribbons 1 — 6™ place in all classes. All around Hi-point and reserve Hi-point. Age
groups Hi-point and reserve Hi-point.

Changes: Show Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes Exhibitors will be notified if
classes are combined or canceled.

Judge: All decisions of the Judge (s) are final. No Exhibitor/Owner/Trainer may approach the Judge with
regard to decision unless s/he first obtains permission from the show committee or Steward who shall
arrange an appointment at an appropriate time and place.

Refund of Entry Fees (minus the Non Member Fee) will only be made upon receipt of a Physician’s or
Veterinarian’s Certificate, stating the nature of the disability, and presented prior to Rider’s or Horse’s first
class. Refunds will be mailed after the show.

Returned Checks: $50 charge for checks returned for any reason.

Exhibitors: Must appear in the ring suitably attired, with correct number on their backs or on both sides of
the saddle pad, clearly visible to the Judge at all times when in competition. Exhibitors in any ‘In Hand’ class
may wear their number in front.

Dress Code Enforced: Absolutely NO tank tops, halter tops, tube tops or shorts in the arena.

**No Trot Showmanship: Open to all ages, pattern will not have any trotting or jogging. No cross entry into
regular showmanship.

**| eadline and Walk/Whoa riders cannot cross enter in any other classes.
Ranch Horse: Patterns will be posted for Ranch Riding and Ranch Horse Reining. These classes will follow
AQHA'’s rules for judging with the exception of the tack and attire rules that will be waived. Cross entry is

allowed.

Color Classes: Open to horses not entered in Non-Color Class. Horse must show a recognizable coat and/or
color pattern.

Green Horse: Only open to horses in their first and/or second year of showing. Includes 4-H, open, breed and
schooling shows.



Entries: Should be paid at the Entry office at least 30 minutes prior to first class. We will make every effort to
get your entry entered in time for your event.

Lameness: If an issue of lameness in a horse is identified, the show manager, the show judge and at least one
board member of the Pioneer Posse will evaluate the horse’s presence and soundness in the ring. If all three
agree that the horse is unsound, the horse will be dismissed from the remainder of the show. If handler can
prove mechanical reasoning for lameness, ie rock in hoof or loose shoe, they may present the horse to the
show manager to be re-evaluated. No other presentation of soundness will be accepted.

You MUST be a member of the Pioneer Posse to ride at the Pioneer Posse Grounds. A day
membership fee will apply to all exhibitors and /or anyone riding that is not a current
member; regardless of entering the show or not.

Hi Point Rules

Hi Points: Awards are based on one horse/rider.
Points: 1%=6, 2" =5, 39=4, 4" =3, 5" =2 6" =1; Regardless of the number of horses in class.

All Around: Any one horse/rider combo is eligible for this award. Classes that DO NOT Count
toward this award are #24 and #25

Age Group Classes that count toward Hi Points
12 and under: 1,9, 12, 21, 26, 29, 40, 44
13-18:2,9, 13, 22, 26, 30, 41, 45
19 and over: 3, 10, 14, 23, 27,31, 42, 46
